TIMETABLE INFORMATION

There are six main timetable blocks: A / B / C / D / E / F. All modules are grouped into these six blocks. Some modules are allocated to a sub-block A1, B2, C1, etc. (depending on the number of credits for the module). Teaching for all of the modules in each specific block is presented simultaneously, i.e. all of the modules in block A are taught at the same time, similarly for B, C, etc. Lectures for A1 and A2 do not occur simultaneously but they do occur at the same time as for A block lectures. Students may select ONLY one module from each timetable block but two sub block modules can be taken, e.g. A1 and A2 but not A1 and an A module too. If you register for more than one module in the same block, except for split modules (A1 and A2), you will experience a timetable clash.

Some modules are offered in more than one block – these are denoted by R1, R2, R3, etc., after the name of the module [e.g. CFSD101 (R1) in block A and CFSD101 (R2) in block B].

Preventing clashes
Only one module from each timetable block can be selected
Example 1: 	Students should not register for English 101 (R1) and Intro to      
Anthroplogy (R2), in the same year as they are both allocated to block C and a clash will occur 
        
Example 2: 	Students may register for English 101 (R2) in block C and Intro to 
		Anthroplogy (R1), which is in block A as there will be no clash

Due to the introduction of new modules, the cancellation of some modules and changes in name, code or semester of some modules, it is important that students check the modules for which they wish to register against the timetable.  In the event of clashes or problems arising that had not previously occurred, students should contact the Head of School concerned.

The six timetable blocks, denoted A, B, C, D, E and F, match specific times in each week – see Block Allocation by Period (page 7). All lecture blocks consist of 3 single periods, a double period and four consecutive periods in the afternoon except for F block, where the four-period session is Wednesday periods 3 to 6 – although, not all periods are used for each module, as not all modules require all nine periods. The pairs of blocks A&E, B&D, D&F do not have any consecutive lectures. 

There is no official lunch break in the timetable, although there are no lectures allocated in period 6 on Fridays. There are 11 periods in the day. The 6th period on Wednesday has few lectures allocated. There are 10 minute breaks between periods, except there is no such break between periods 10 and 11. Four period tutorials and practicals are 3 hours, thus finish at 17:10 Monday to Friday and at 12:35 on a Wednesday.

Creating your timetable
1) Select the required modules
2) Check the module block schedule, which appears from page 9 for semester one and from page 12 for semester 2.
3) Ensure you have only one module from each block A to F or if two from any block that they are noted as e.g. A1 and A2  
4) EXAMPLE: your modules are:
CFSD101 – A / B
LING101 – C / F
PHIL110 – D
PSYC101 – C / D / F
ZULN101 – A / B / C / D 
There is no alternate for PHIL110 thus cannot take any other D block module, so all double strike through – PHIL110 D (bolded as selected)
PSYC101, if take from F (bolded as selected), cannot take LING101 from F (double strike through)
LING101, cannot take from F block as taking PSYC101 in F, so double strike through and take from C (bolded as selected)
CFSD101 – can take from either A or B
ZULN101 – cannot take C, D or F, can take from either A or B, depending on which CFSD101 block is taken. If CFSD101 is taken from A, cannot take ZULN101 from, same for B block. Then can only take ZULN101 from B.
 This format is used for any group of modules to be taken.
5) Use the online timetables to find out the times and venue for each module (see page 5).

SMOKING is not allowed within any of the buildings on the campus.
